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Dear Peter,
We experience many vehicles that leak air in this fashion. It’s no fun having to add air every week to keep your tires from
going flat. You have done the things that you should to try and fix the issue but there may be more to it than the tires or valve
stems. The actual metal of the wheels themselves can leak air right through them like a screen door. The metal becomes so
porous over the years from the element breaking them down that the air escapes right through the wheels. Once this occurs
the only fix that we have found is to replace the wheels. There are a couple of options for repair. You could look for a good
set of used wheels at your local auto recycler or you could look into a set of aftermarket wheels available at wheel and tire
shops. Going the aftermarket route will let you choose an option that will give your vehicle a unique look.
