Dear Motor medics,

| have a 2013 Chevy Van and | keep getting moisture on the driver’s side floor.

Dear Bert,

To find water leaks it takes some time, and here is one way we do it. Begin by
mixing up some very sudsy dish soap in a water bucket. Next start the car and
turn the blower to the vent position (Not A/C) and set the blower on high. Close
all the windows and doors then pour the mixture around any spot that is joined
together like window trim, door seals, bolts that are exposed, etc. If you see
air bubbles coming out, then you know you have a leak. A few bubbles around
door handles are normal but door seals are not. Once you find the leak it will
have to be addressed according to where it is. These vehicles have come to us
with leaking windshields and door seals as well. If your vehicle has a sunroof
you will want to make sure the drains for the roof are clear of obstructions. The
drains are located close to the front edge of the door and on the rear edge of
the doors and run from the roof to under the car.
